Opening of Meeting

The chairman opened the meeting at 13:30.

Approval of Agenda

The agenda was approved.

Apologies for Absence

Matters arising from minutes of last AGM

None outstanding – although the pitch repair process is ongoing, and will need further work this year.

Officers Reports

Captain (Rob Davies):

Team record for last year was: Played 10, Won 2, Lost 8, Cancelled 7.

This was a larger number of cancellations than normal, due to a mixture of inclement weather and opposition unable to raise teams.

Rob Davies topped the batting averages, thanks to a number of not out innings, and David Parker was the leading wicket taker. 

Highest partnership was a closer affair, with Jeff Harris and Richard Turner securing this with a 55 run stand.

Although this was not our most successful season, participation was as enjoyable as ever, which is an important factor.

Treasurer (Andy Yule)

A summary of the accounts was distributed, and showed a modest profit of £0.70.

Despite a number of requests, we have not received a bill for our net sessions of 2002 from Oakwood School, although they have managed to supply an invoice for 2003 already.

The presented accounts for 2002 include a debit according to the 2003 net session charge, although it is felt unlikely that we will now receive a bill for 2002.

No change is needed for the current match fee structure, and the anticipated net session charge is £2 per person per session.

Team Secretary (Bernie Hunt)

Unfortunately the downsizing at PRL, together with people thoughtlessly leaving PRL, has led to a reduction in the number of experienced players available. On the plus side, a number of new, and keen, members have emerged.

Approximately 20 people played for PRL last year, but it was often a struggle to find 11 players for any given fixture.

It is hoped that the campus development of PRL will strengthen our resources.

Election of Officers

Traditionally PRL officers are encouraged to move on every two years. The current officers were brought in out of sync with this cycle, due to personnel changes within Philips. In the absence of any great enthusiasm from potential new committee members, it was felt reasonable to allow the current officers to stand for election for another year, to bring us back in line with the cycle.

Carl Glasse has requested to concentrate on the Fixture Secretary part of the Secretary’s role, and Bernie Hunt agreed to take on the other responsibilities as part of the Team Secretary role, should they be re-elected.

It was noted that the traditional promotion of the Vice-Captain to Captain every two years has been putting a number of people off from even considering the Vice-Captain role. Given the reduced number of people active within the cricket club, it was agreed that a pragmatic stance could be taken over relaxing this expectation.

The current committee was proposed for re-election “en bloc” by Rob Davies, and seconded by Andy Yule. The vote was carried unanimously, with a note that the position/role of Vice Captain should be discussed and reassessed if necessary.

Any other Business

State of the pitch

The repairs carried out last year have been successful, but further deterioration has occurred, and more repairs will be needed this year. Bernie Wright has agreed to look at this once the weather is more suitable.

Generally it is felt that these are only stop gap measures, and we may need to apply to the S&SC for funds to completely replace the pitch within the next few years.

League Cricket
There has been some contact between ourselves and a local cricket league. Given the smaller numbers of fixtures we played last year, this is something we should look into, although we may have problems to raise a team on nights other than our traditional Wednesday.

Based on the teams we meet who also play in this league, the standard should be appropriate for our level of cricket.

Sports and Social Club AGM

Carl Glasse and Andy Yule will represent the cricket club, as Rob Davies is unavailable. Rob will prepare a short report for their use.

It may be prudent to mention that we anticipate a need to replace our pitch within the next few years, although it is not needed this year, to aid financial planning.

Officers Responsibilities

The responsibilities of the Fixture Secretary and Team Secretary will be updated in line with the change proposed earlier in the meeting.

Nets
So far the 2003 net sessions have been going well, with a suitable level of turnout for the facilities, and the welcome presence of a coach.

Fixture Dates

It is already known that a number of the regular team members will be unavailable on Wednesday 21st May – it would be beneficial to approach one of the teams who we normally play on a different night for a fixture during that week.
