Officers Reports

Captain (David Fish):

David reported that it had been a poor season, with both a low number of fixtures actually taking place, and a performance of Player 7, Won 1, Lost 5 and Drawn 1. But at least the draw was unusual, and none of the cancellations were due to PRL.

Treasurer (Andy Yule)

We made a good profit this year, by following the strategy of not spending any money, except on match refreshments. We hope to make up for it in a big way this year, but to a large extent with other people’s money.

Secretary (Bernie Hunt)

Looking back we actually did well with teams. Only on one occasion did we not field a full 11, and even then we were only 1 man short. On average, teams were mostly made up of current or ex Philips employees, and for a change we even had a representative from the Far East who scored runs and took wickets!

The move of semiconductors has been helpful, and we will also target CMS for additional players before the season commences.

Fixtures Secretary (Carl Glasse)

We already have 4 fixtures arranged (Crawley Borough Council and Crawley Falcons). Most of the others should slot in from the more reliable oppositions, including a keen interest from Redhill cricket club. This will leave a few potential fixtures which we hope to fill from other sources, such as Titan travel, Virgin, possibly Philips Guildford etc.

Any other Business

Philips Semiconductors traditionally play a fixture against one of their distributors every year, and are interested in the possibility of  hosting the match at Redhill this year. This may also present an opportunity for a few other Redhill players to turn out, if they have problems raising a team.

The cricket club is supportive of such activities, although there would be a small nominal charge for use of facilities and equipment.

As part of the arrangements for refurbishing the tennis courts in 2004, money was also set aside by the Sports and Social Club, plus local management, to fund a replacement of the worn out artificial pitch. Andy Yule has arranged quotes from a couple of suppliers, which are well within the predicted budget, and we will go ahead with the replacement in the near future.

With the conversion of J block into a fitness facility, we have been pursuing the possibility of having an indoor net facility installed to make use of some of the vacant space. A number of possible suppliers have been to inspect the site, and although it is not an ideal space (particularly the low girders), it would be possible to install a net primarily based around an outdoor cage arrangement, rather than netting.

The general principle of this, and the cost quotes, have already been agreed by campus management and the Sports and Social club, although it is expected that we would use this facility to raise some funds in the future (e.g. by having a small charge for net sessions, or using match fees). The health and safety aspect of minimising risk to other users of the J block facility are not yet finalised (preventing them wandering into the bowlers area when entering or leaving the building), but it is anticipated that a reasonable solution can be found. Overall we are optimistic that we will be able to have our own facility on site later this year.
